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Simple Spanish

The excellent thing about Spanish is that you pretty much ‘say what you see’ when it comes to
pronunciation. Remember that *h’ is silent and ‘j" is pronounced like the *ch’ in our Scottish word

‘loch’. Where there is an accent you put the stress on that vowel eg ‘adiés’ is pronounced ‘adios

and not ‘adios’
